Fairness Amendment: another point of view

It is my opinion that a small contingent of community
members who supported the failed 2008 CC&Rs found that
they could not alter this community to fit their own desires in
one fell stroke. I further believe that they have since
regrouped and plan to change our current CC&Rs, one piece
at a time, and that the so-called "fairness amendments” are
that first step.

There are two issues at hand. The first is to separate the voting
influence of the condominiums on the single family
households. Most of us came to this community because of
the protections offered by the CC&Rs, not to change them. To
say that the Condo Owners have no right or interest in voting
on matters relating only to single family homes ignores the
bigger picture. If the overall value of the single family houses
decline, so does the value of the condos. The condo owners
currently have a voice in the overall appearance, desirability
and thus, the value of each piece of property in Seven Oaks. If
this provision passes, the condo owners will have sold their
voice and influence over the general appearance of this
neighborhood at a rock bottom price.

The second issue is that condo owners share in the expenses

associated with the operation of the Architectural Committee, a
mostly volunteer organization of the Board that deals almost
exclusively with single family problems.

I have always believed, even though the expenses are meager,

that the condo owners should not have to share in these costs.
This Board's Ad Hoc committee claims that after "careful”
consideration, these amendments to the CC&Rs are the least
expensive solution to the problem. It just isn't so! The least
expensive answer to the problem is to eliminate costs associated
with the Architectural Committee's work. Most of the work of
the Architectural Committee is accomplished through volunteer
efforts, with some paid clerical help. Why not reduce costs to
everyone! Make the Architectural Committee an all volunteer
organization. An administrative action by the Board, instead of
another expensive election, could make this happen. It makes
sense, it conserves our money, and it can be done.

I believe we should focus on removing costs, not raising the
assessments of the single family owners. VOTE NO on the
so-called fairness amendments.
