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Seven OQaks Owners Will Be Asked to Vote
for Fairness

The Seven Oaks Board has decided that in July Seven
Oaks owners will be asked to vote for the "Fairness
Amendment." This 1s a change to the Seven Oaks CC&Rs and
By-Laws that fixes a small but basically unequal way Seven
Oaks has operated in the past.

Why the Fairness Amendment? What's has been so
unfair up to now?

According to Seven Oaks Board President Dick Braun,
"In the past condo owners and single family home owners were
grouped together as though condos and houses were identical.
Of course they aren't. Why should condo owners pay the costs
of enforcement of single-family lot restrictions? Short answer:
they shouldn't, but their assessments have paid part of these
costs since 1981. On the other hand, should single family home
owners be able to vote on condo issues and vice versa? We
don’t think go. When passed, the Fairness Amendment will
correct this."

Board Secretary Elaine Jeter explained how the voting
will work and the materials owners will receive in the mail in
July: "Two amendments are required, one for the CC&Rs and
one for the By-Laws. Both amendments do the same thing. For
purposes of determining the annual assessments and voting,
condo owners will be considered as belonging to Class C (for
condos) and single family home owners considered in Class L
(for lots).

The package to be mailed in July will contain the full text
of both amendments, showing the wording in the past and the
proposed change for the future. Because the formal
amendments must be worded legally, we will include a
plain-language Explanation of the change and its impact on
owners of condos and single family homes.
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“These measures, to pass, require a 'ves' vote from a majority
of all owners, not just a majority of those voting. That means we
need 880 owners approving. It's imperative for all owners to take
a few minutes and complete the ballot process."

Board Vice President Earl Chinn added: "Though it's only
now coming up for a vote of the owners, the Fairness
Amendment has been in the works for a long time. Our new
Board i working together smoothly and effectively, and I'm
pleased that we are making some good things happen for Seven
Oaks. However if owners don't take the time to vote, then our
work and the costs involved will have gone for nothing. Please
open your voting package when it arrives and cast your ballot.
We need at least 880 'ves' votes to improve the faimess of Seven
